The Heartland Martial Arts League through the Kearney Area Community Foundation will award the Joshua Benson Memorial Scholarship. It will be awarded to a graduating senior who is active in martial arts. The scholarship must be used to further the student’s academic education.

Joshua Benson was a 15-year old who was active in martial arts. He received his black belt only eight months before his death. In martial arts he was an assistant instructor, tournament judge and scorekeeper, and a continually learning student. His life was devoted to doing service work for others. He was an active caregiver to the elderly, handicapped, and young people. He was active in school sports, academics and clubs. He was also active in his church.
