Deadline:  

 Received at the Buffalo County Extension Office on or before March 3rd at 5:00 p.m. 

Eligibility Requirements: 

 Must be a current member of the Buffalo County 4-H or FFA program and must have 

participated for a minimum of four years. 

 Scholarship may be used for any field of study and the student must be enrolled full 

time (minimum 12 hours) in undergraduate study at an accredited, tax-exempt or 

institution of higher learning. 

 Must be a current, graduating senior residing in Buffalo County, Nebraska 

Selection Criteria: 

 Involvement and Leadership in 4-H or FFA program 

 Scholastic achievement  

 Non-academic and extra-curricular activities 

 Interview with the Buffalo County 4-H/FFA Scholarship Selection Committee 

 Three letters of recommendation from clergy, employer, citizen of your community, a 

current educator, and/or a 4H/FFA leader 

 Submit résumé with basic goals and future aspirations highlighted 

Scholarship Award: 

 Two $1,500 scholarships and two $750 scholarships will be awarded to the top male 

and female applicants at the beginning of the first semester of the first year of higher 

education.
